Location 


Westwey House lies within Weymouth’s commercial core overlooking the harbour and with a significant 

frontage to Westwey Road (A354).

Description

The property comprises a three-storey open plan office building originally constructed in 1971.

The property is of steel frame construction with beams and columns encased in concrete and a pitched tile 

clad roof.  The internal specification incorporates two passenger lifts, male and female WC’s on each floor, 

plastered and painted walls with suspended ceilings and inset lighting, oil fired central heating serving 

perimeter radiators and carpeting throughout.  There are 120 car parking spaces giving a ratio of 1:2530 sq ft 

(23 sq m).

The tenant has substantially refurbished and extended (by adding a two-storey block of 6,000 sq ft) the building 

during 1996/97.  A Licence for Alterations dated December 1996 highlights those works defined as repair and 

those as tenant’s improvements.  A copy of the Licence is available as part of the supplementary information 

pack.

We understand that High Alumina Cement was used in the original precast floor beams.  The tenant’s repairs 

during 1996/97 specifically addressed this issue by strengthening the existing floors and columns as necessary.
